WHEREAS,  Rooster Days includes food, carnival rides, live entertainment, arts & crafts, a 

marketplace, parade, pageant, 5K and fun run, and cornhole tournament; and 

 

WHEREAS,  the City of Broken Arrow plays an important role in the success of Rooster Days, 

partnering with the Chamber of Commerce as the host for most of the festival activities at City 

parks/facilities; and  

 

WHEREAS,  approximately 36,000 people attend this event annually; and  

 

WHEREAS,  Rooster Days celebrates its 88th anniversary this year; and  

 

WHEREAS,  Rooster Days is a cherished community gathering, creating a communal bond 

between its attendees; and  

 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Broken Arrow City Council proclaims June 

9-12, 2022, to be a ROOSTER DAYS HOLIDAY.
