A.	16‑1259	Presentation, discussion, and possible action on a Variance Request from the Stormwater Management Ordinance Section 25‑313(6) for the County Line Crossings development from Walmart Real Estate Business Trust, for property located in the area of Dearborn Street and North 23rd Street
	Jeff Bigby, Floodplain Administrator, reported that before the 	Authority was a Variance Request from a portion of the Floodplain Code. Section 25‑313(6) specified that a development requiring Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) Letter of Map revision (LOMR) have LOMR approval in writing, before release of the final plat.          
		Mr. Bigby recalled that the Ordinance was enacted in 2002 to prevent final plats from being filed while still awaiting FEMA LOMR approval, a process that could take six months to a year.  He related that the City did have some lots at one time that were dependent upon flood map changes which were stalled and remained in limbo, causing issues to arise with regard to developers, homeowners, and builders in the City, as well as with floodplain permits.  In the case of the item before them, Walmart Real Estate Business Trust, through Cochran Engineering, was asking for the Variance, allowing them to move forward with platting of the development.  The proposed Engineering/Stormwater plans necessitated grading within the floodplain, requiring a LOMR.  A portion of their proposed detention facility and compensatory floodplain storage grading was in 100-year Floodplain of Spunky Creek.  It lay within a proposed stormwater drainage easement on the plat, and the floodplain area was designated as was normal for the proposed plat.  Mr. Bigby went on to say that Walmart indicated that they did not intend to begin construction until 2018 but, nevertheless, wished to file the plat at the present time.  A letter from Walmart in the Authority’s packet stated that Walmart agreed to construction of the stormwater improvements, preparation of and obtaining of the LOMR, as well as to replatting of the property, in order to update the corrected floodplain boundaries at a later date.  Mr. Bigby informed them that the Variance request had been reviewed by the City and approval was recommended.  
	
		Chairman Thurmond asked if they had had a chance to review Walmart’s concept or plan.  Mr. Bigby replied that they had looked at the engineering aspects and had, in fact, just received some final information on it that day.  He added that it had approved engineering.  The Chairman asked for confirmation that Mr. Bigby did not see any problem with their getting a Letter of Map Revision Based on Fill (LOMR-F), based on what they were doing.  Mr. Bigby answered that was correct, clarifying that a LOMR-F was a little easier to get than the typical LOMR which required the full blown hydrology and hydraulics.  He explained that if Walmart were to start construction by late 2018, Walmart might try to get the grading and the floodplain accomplished a few months before.  He concluded that it looked very doable.  Mr. Bigby commented that the Ordinance was fairly unique and was not one for which they received community rating system points, being more administrative in nature.

6.  General Authority Business
A.	16‑1264	Consideration, discussion, and possible approval and authorization to execute an agreement between the Broken Arrow Municipal Authority (BAMA) and the Covanta Tulsa Renewable Energy, LLC (Covanta) for the disposal of residential refuse and energy recovery at the Covanta Energy from Waste Plant
		 		General Services Director Lee Zirk stated that the item pertained to residential solid waste disposal agreement between Covanta and BAMA.  He introduced Matt Newman, Covanta’s Director in Tulsa, and stated that Sanitation Manager Bill Cade was in attendance as well.  Mr. Zirk reported that as the Authority was aware, they had had a residential solid waste disposal contract with Waste Management for the past ten years.  The contract was due to expire on November 30th.  They had a very good working relationship with Waste Management.  However, a few year ago they began to look into landfills and other means of disposal.  Mr. Newman invited them to his impressive energy from waste plant in the interim.  They observed that it was a very sustainable operation from start to finish.  With such a plant in mind for Broken Arrow, staff and Covanta got to work to draw up a new agreement.  Mr. Newman pointed out to them also, that the City could take advantage of Tulsa’s contract, piggybacking on it by using similar terms and the same pricing, which was what the Municipal Authority was considering with respect to the item under review.  There were several advantages to using the Covanta Energy from Waste Plant.  First and foremost, of those was cost.  A substantial savings would be reaped, as tipping fees would change from $21.04 per ton to $12.24 per ton.  In addition, it was a sustainable way for waste to be disposed of, reducing waste volume by 90%, while at the same time producing energy.  To that end, an agreement which would be valid until June 30, 2022, like Tulsa’s agreement, was drawn up.  Upon its expiration and pending Tulsa’s approval, the contract could be renewed for two additional 2-year extensions.  Mr. Zirk pointed out that if the contract were approved, a landfill contract would still be needed.  He directed their attention to a letter by the City Manager displayed on the screen.  Mr. Zirk reported that the letter would be sent out to every residential refuse customer, informing them of the change and resulting minor changes in collection procedure.  In addition to providing instruction, Mr. Cade’s staff would aid residents undergoing the transition.  Staff believed that the agreement represented a great opportunity for Broken Arrow that would yield a positive effect on the environment.  As such, it was recommended that the Municipal Authority approve the agreement between BAMA and Covanta.  
		Trustee Parks asked for an example of material that would not be brought to the plant, but would have to go to the landfill instead.  Mr. Zirk replied that, generally, large furniture items, appliances, rocks, dirt and construction debris fell into that category.  He added that most citizens would see no change in their service whatsoever.

B.	16‑1265	Consideration, discussion, and possible approval and authorization to execute an agreement between The Broken Arrow Municipal Authority (BAMA) and Waste Management for the disposal of refuse
		Mr. Zirk stated that the item referenced another disposal agreement.  As mentioned earlier, the contract would expire on November 30th and the contract under consideration was necessary to cover items that would need to be disposed of at a landfill.  Additionally, a provision offering free dumping days for citizens was needed, along with a place to dispose of the City’s Wastewater Treatment Plant sludge.  There were only two viable landfills to choose from in the vicinity.  An estimated 95% of residential waste would be directed to the Covanta Energy Burn Plant where pricing or tipping fees were directly tied to volume.  Under the contract, there would be an increase in tipping fees, on account of lesser volume, from $21.04 per ton to $23.25 per ton.  It was anticipated that the City would deliver about 2,000 tons per year to the landfill.  They would also see a slight increase in per-vehicle cost in connection with free dumping days, averaging about $2.00 more per vehicle.  Over the past five years, the City averaged roughly a thousand vehicles per year participating in free dumping days.  Mr. Zirk indicated that the contract under consideration would expire June 30, 2022, with an option to renew for an additional five years.  As such, it was recommended that the Municipal Authority approve the agreement between BAMA and Waste Management.  
		Mr. Zirk confirmed Chairman Thurmond’s statement that they would see a substantial savings in going with Covanta.  With reference to the previous item 6A, Trustee Parks asked how the agreement with Covanta would work with respect to the recycling program, under consideration for approval.  Mr. Zirk requested Mr. Newman of Covanta address his question.  Mr. Newman stated that in effect, Covanta would provide the fourth “R,” standing for “Recover,” in the “Reduce, Reuse, Recycle” motto.  Covanta would be promoting recycling in conjunction with whatever recycling program was enacted.  He pledged Covanta’s full support and help, stating that Covanta was at the City’s disposal, pun intended.  With the fully integrated system BAMA was being asked to implement that day, and what the City implemented in the future with respect to a recycling program, the City of Broken Arrow was providing sustainable solutions and supporting a circular economy at the same time.  He assured the Authority that when the City decided on a recycling program, Covanta would be there to help at their request.  Mr. Newman pointed out that one thing that Covanta did to help the City, which he was personally proud of, was the free pick-up and destruction of unused, unwanted medications that were dropped off by citizens at the Police Department.  Covanta also sponsored a statewide program in which citizens could bring old thermostats to any Locke supply for appropriate recycling for free, thus keeping mercury out of the environment.
		Trustee Eudey asked if it was fair to say that the decisions they were making that day were, in fact, greener and more environmentally friendly than decisions they had made in the past.  Mr. Newman replied yes, it was absolutely fair to say that.
